of
THE GAINESVIIIE, FLORIDA CHAPTER OF THE RETIRED

Preamble

Mindful of the increasing dangers inherent in current movements for
control over the minds and fortunes of free men; aware of our public duties as
citizens; conscious of the added strength available through concerted effort;
and dedicated to the preservation of the democratic way of life, as guaranteed
by the Constitution of The United States and the Constitution of The State of
Floridas: We, Officers honorably retired from the uniformed services of The
United States, and other eligibles, resident in Alachua County, Florida and the
areas contiguous thereto, hereby band ourseives together to form a local chapter
of the national organization knownas the Retired Officers Association.

Article I ~ Name

This chapter shagll bear the name and be referred to as THE GAINESVILLIE,
FIORIDA CHAPTER OF THE RETIRED OFFICERSY ASSOCIATION.

Article IT « Purpose
